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Book Tweets

The Assignment:

Each quarter you will be responsible for writing 5 book tweets.  After you complete a book in your reading level, you will use the template to create a “tweet” about your book.  Follow the rules below when creating your tweet to get full credit. Each “tweet” is worth 2 points.

Requirements:

· Go to our website:  www.spg4thgrade.weebly.com and click on “Write a Book Tweet”
· Or go to http://goo.gl/forms/iSZh1lOqou or Click on the link on our Schoology page.

· Fill in the form online.  You will NOT be able to resubmit your “Book Tweet” so be sure to practice a “rough draft” on your draft page to show Mrs. Dooley if you want help.

· Your “tweet” must be 140 characters or less.  A character is a letter or a space.  Your space is limited so be clever with your word choice.  The form will not let you submit it until your tweet is under the character limit.  

· Your “tweet” needs to include:
· A summary of the book, but don’t tell the ending or give away major plot events

· Be persuasive.  When we read your tweet, we should be able to tell if you recommend that we read the book or put it back on the shelf.  

· Finally, you will rate the book from a 0-5.  A score of 5 is the best.  
· If possible, take an AR quiz on the book.

Book Tweets are to be completed any time during the quarter, but should be spread out and not completed all at once.  Write you book tweet as you finish your book.   You can and SHOULD use these books for your reading log too.  This will help you track your thinking to make writing your “tweet” easier.  Remember, all five tweets must be completed by due date each quarter.  You can do more than five tweets a quarter if you would like.  
You will not get credit if:
· Your book is below your grade level

· Your tweet is not specific and detailed

· You did not put effort into your work

Each month, I will have “trending books”.  These will be books that I have selected for our class to read if you choose.  This will be a fun opportunity to see how your peers rate the same book you are reading.  You can also use the board for ideas for your next book to read.
